ON ANDROID AND iOS DEVICES  
1	Download the ‘First News’ app from Google Play or the App Store

2	Tap the settings icon at the bottom of the screen and then select, ‘Sign in’

3	Enter your school’s First News 
Education ID and tap ‘Sign in’

4	Select ‘Paper’ in the bottom of the 
screen to download and access 
the latest issue of First News

Remember, your subscription gives every pupil access to First News, you can deploy the First News 
app to multiple devices using your MDM solution.

ON WEB BROWSERS
1	Visit read.firstnews.co.uk/t/paper/ and click to view the newspaper; you will then be

prompted to sign in. Hit ‘Sign In’ and enter your First News Education ID.

2	ou only need to sign in once per device, so bookmark this page for future access.

Your school’s First News Education ID can 
be found in your welcome pack, as well 
as in the email you received containing 

details about your package.

Please do not share PDFs of the newspaper or your school's First News Education ID on public 
school websites or with anyone outside of your school. To use the newspaper for homework, 
you can use secure online classrooms to upload PDFs.

DOWNLOAD

To download
editions of First
News, make sure
you are logged

in. Go to ‘Newspaper’ and find the issue you
want to download. Click ‘View’, scroll down
and click ‘View as PDF’. This will open up the
issue in a new browser for you to download it.
